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KICKPLATE INSTALLATION
1) Install the Kickplate by aligning screws into place using keyholes on credenza frame.

Kickplate secures into place
REAR VIEW when shifted in direction of arrow
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SIDE PANEL INSTALLATION

NOTE: For accessories related to the Side Panels, please read those instructions thoroughly before
continuing with the installation below

2) Install Side Panels by placing the four pre-installed hooks into the four slots on the frame. (FIGURE A)

NOTE: When installing side panels, ensure door hinge plates are located at the front of the frame.

3) Attach Top Surface to the frame using provided screws. Extra screws provided. (FIGURE B)

@ Side Adjustment: Adjusts horizontal placement of door. Adjusts door-to-door gap
- Rotate screw clockwise or counterclockwise (+/-0.06 in) [+/-1.5 mm]

@ Height Adjustment: Adjusts vertical height of door
- Loosen to align door, then tighten (+/-0.08 in) [+/-2 mm]

@ Depth Adjustment: Adjusts the space between the door and the face of the frame of credenza
- Achievable through cam adjustment (+0.1/-0.02 in) [+2.5/-0.5 mm]

- Thermostatically Controlled fans turn on when inside Credenza temperature reaches 87° F/30.5° C,
and turn off at 85° F/29.4° C.

- Cool air is pulled from under the front doors, and exits through the front vent.

- When integrating frame, each bay must have at least a 1 space vent panel or opening for
proper air management.
